	The Student Points to:

Instructional Strategies:

· Provide daily opportunities to participate in shared reading.

· Encourage children to bring in books from home to share.

· Provide daily opportunities to write.  Discuss children’s writings and encourage them to share them with their peers.

· Model one-to-one correspondence as you read to children.

· Make references to words, spaces, letters, lines, left-to-right progression, etc… as you read and write.

· Label classroom areas and materials.

· Provide opportunities for paired reading among peers.

· Count the words in a line of print.

Concepts of Print (cont…)

· Transcribe children’s dictated words.

· Use name cards, words to songs, and labels to help build recognition of words that are important to them.

· Letter cards, flannel letters, sand paper letters, etc…

· Alphabet Songs and Games

· Have students highlight specific letters and punctuation.

· Display an alphabet chart.

· Upper and lowercase letter file folder matching games.

· Book and tape set so children can hear different interpretations of print.
