We celebrate Easter on Sunday
because it is the day of the week
when Jesus rose from the dead.
The Council’s decision to time the
celebration with the vernal equi-
nox, however, suggests that the
day replaced one or more pagan
rebirth festivals observed at the
time of the vernal equinox.

The derivation of the word
“Easter” is not clear. The Venerable
Bede, an early English historian
(672-735), connected Easter to
Eostre, an Anglo-Saxon spring
goddess whose festival was cel-
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Celebrating the Resurrection

ebrated at the vernal equinox and
whose symbols were the hare and
the egg. It seems likely that the
hare and egg traditions of the
goddess Eostre became the Easter
bunny and Easter eggs.

Still other pagan practices
came to be associated with the
feast of Easter. For example, sun-
rise services, while having some
basis in the early dawn visit of
the women to Jesus' tomb (Luke
24:1), were also part of traditional
vernal equinox rites which wel-
comed the sun and its power to
bring new life.

One wonders if the popular
preoccupation with Easter as a
time to celebrate hope for life
after death also has its roots in
ancient rites of spring. The New
Testament clearly links hope for a
general resurrection to Jesus’ resur-
rection (I Corinthians 15, et al);
however, the spring and rebirth
symbols often used in churches
at Easter may actually distort the
meaning of resurrection. These
symbols (e.g. butterflies) suggest
natural cycles of life, death and
rebirth. Resurrection in the New
Testament sense is not natural.
Rather, it is a radical action con-
travening nature for God’s own
purposes.

Although the resurrection
theme of life after death is certainly
valid, the larger significance of the
resurrection is often ignored: that
is, God raised Jesus from the dead
to validate his ministry on earth
- a ministry of healing, teaching,
preaching and suffering on behalf
of the poor and outcast that did
not end on the cross. Through the
resurrection that ministry became

the universal ministry for those
who would follow Jesus. As Jesus
said to the fearful unbelieving dis-
ciples on that first Easter, “Peace
be with you. As the Father has sent
me, so I send you.” (John 20:21)

The commercialization of
Easter makes it difficult to keep
the real purpose of the resurrection
celebration in perspective. In addi-
tion to the annual Easter clothes,
card, flower and candy blitz,
attempts by business interests to
make Easter a “Second Christmas”
have spawned an Easter oriented
toy industry and a massive live-
animal business selling millions

of rabbits, baby chicks and ducks

each year.

There is another significant
level of concern with our Easter
celebrations.  Although many
attempts have been made to link
the Easter bunny and Easter egg
traditions to the resurrection, those
traditions actually divert attention
away from celebrating the res-
urrection. “What happened on
the third day?” asked the church
school teacher to a group of pre-
schoolers one Easter morning.
“The Easter bunny brought eggs,”
was the immediate and unequivo-
cal reply. As children grow and
learn that the Easter bunny is a
myth passed on to them as truth,
they have less reason to believe
what is taught them as truth about
the resurrection.

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A Spring Cleaning
for the Soul

t this time of year, I am par-
ticularly reminded that Lent
is a time for us to take a good

long and hard look at our lives and our
hearts. Just as this season’s name comes
from the Latin word for spring, Lent

is a time for “spring cleaning,” if you
will excuse the pun. It is a time in our
“calendar of faith” to look at who we
are, who we have become and who we

are called by God to be.

Brother Thomas Merino once said
that, “Many poets are not poets, for
the same reason that many religious
people are not saints: they never suc-
ceeded in being themselves. Instead,
they waste their years in vain efforts
trying to become some other artist or
some other saint. In short, they never
really got around to becoming the
particular poet or the particular monk
that they were intended to be by God.”

Or, to say it another way: when he
came to his death bed Rabbi Michael’s
disciples gathered around him. “Tell us
rabbi,” they asked, “what has given you
the most comfort and what has given
you the most difficulty in this life?”

The dying Rabbi Michael smiled,
slightly, and replied, “They are one
and the same thing. The greatest com-
fort and the greatest difficulty comes
from knowing when I die, the ques-
tion I will be asked is not, “Why were
you not more like Moses?”, but rather,
“Why were you not more like Rabbi
Michael?"

Lent calls us to re-order our lives
— to clear away all those things that
clutter our hearts — to drive out every-
thing that would distract us from
God and God’s love. For most of us,
that may seem a daunting task. But,

I would also dare say that like Rabbi
Michael, it can be the source of both
our greatest challenge and our greatest
comfort. For the way to holiness does
not come by trying to be Moses or
Jesus. The path to wholeness comes by
being the people that God made us to
be - blemished, gifted people - beloved
of God.

During these closing days of Lent
do a little “spring cleaning.” Take the
time to reflect on who you really are
as a child of the One who loves us
“warts and all.” And, may the fol-
lowing meditative poem by Teilhard
de Chardin help you remember that
as you walk this journey in life, God
walks it with you:

Above all
trust in the slow work of God.

We are, quite naturally,
impatient in everything
to reach the end without delay.
We should like to skip the

intermediate stages.

We are impatient of being,
on the way to the unknown,
something new.

And so I think it is with you.
Your ideas mature gradually,
let them grow,
let them shape themselves
without undue haste.

Don’t try to force them on
as though you could be today
what time
(that is to say, what grace
and circumstances
acting on your own good will)
will make you tomorrow.

Only God could say
what this new spirit,
gradually forming within you will be.
Give our Lord the benefit
of believing
that his hand is leading you,

and accept the anxiety

of feeling yourself in
suspense and incomplete.

Trust in the slow work of God.

uring tax time, Ross
Groover finds herself
preparing other peo-

ple’s tax returns. One evening, a
mother and daughter sat down
on the other side of Ross™ desk.
This was clearly the daughter’s
first tax return, a bit of a right
of passage. Both women were
warm and friendly and quite
pleased when Ross announced a
sizable refund.

Immediately after hearing
the amount she was to receive,
the daughter turned to her
mother and asked, “Do I have
to tithe on this?” Through a
short discussion, in which Ross
couldn’t help but participate,
the women agreed that, yes, she
should tithe on this, and the
topic returned to the details of

the task at hand.

This moment — this fleet-
ing conversation captured from
strangers — comes to us as a
gift. Clearly, this young woman
had grown into the expectation
that the first fruits of all of her
earnings were due back to God.
Before the car insurance, or the
new shoes, or whatever else she
had in mind for this sum, she
was giving back to God that
which God had shared with
her. It was the automatic, first
thought of a person moving
into a new stage of financial
responsibility.

Are you living
into the expectation that some
portion of that which God has
given you is due back to God’s
work on Earth?

Innocence Project on NPR. As

we are all aware, there have been
numerous convictions overturned based
on DNA evidence. Innocent people
who have been incarcerated for decades
have been released.

Iwas listening to a story about the

The most interesting subplot for
me concerns the woman who had the
job of maintaining the files of evidence
in Virginia. She did such a diligent job
of cataloging these pieces of data, and
as a result, that jurisdiction has a wealth
of information that has led to five exon-
erations so far. What an unlikely way
to become a hero, i.e., by carefully and
thoroughly doing a rather menial job.
Because she died in 1999, this hero is
unaware of how her meticulous work
has made such an impact on others.

I am also reminded of a black Navy
man serving in WWII whose boat sank

off the shore of one of the maritime
provinces of Canada. He was one of the
few ship's survivors picked up by fisher-
men. The Canadian rescuers had never
seen a black man before. He recalls
hearing, as he was drifting in and out of
consciousness, one of the women, who
was cleaning off fuel residue from his
body, talking about how she'd have to
scrub harder to get him clean. To her
surprise, she found that his blackness
didn’t succumb to her sponge.

It didn’t occur to the rescuers to
treat him as a second-class citizen, as
he'd been treated in the U.S. They sim-
ply saw him as a person who needed
their help. He reports that this was the
first time in his life that he was treated
with dignity by white people. This
experience, which in a perfect world
would be routine, changed his self

image. Because he began to believe in
his own self worth, his horizons broad-
ened. He earned an education when he
returned to civilian life, which allowed
him to have a stable career to support

a family. He didn't forget to thank his
rescurers and tell them what their inter-
actions with him meant in his life.

All of us have mundane or seem-
ingly trivial tasks in our daily lives. Of
course, if we knew that accomplishing
them would have such a grand impact,
our motivation would be phenomenal.
Most of the time we will never know
if and how our actions positively affect
others. However, as the story that Dan
has told us a couple of times about
the monks who are told that “Jesus is
among us,” these stories speak to me of
people acting as if they were interacting
with Jesus in their daily activity.

ast month in this space, I wrote about how I am often

greeted with misplaced sympathy when I describe how

'we are selling our building. This month, I am pleased
to report that when I met with the Standing Committee of the
Diocese on March 14, there were no uncomprehending looks!
As I described what we're trying to accomplish at Journey of
Faith, the clergy and laity at the table got it! And not only did
they get it, but they voted unanimously to approve the sale of
our building. At this point, there are still a number of details
to be seen to, but we are hoping to be able to close on the sale

toward the end of April.

I will admit that the Standing Committee surprised me
a little. All too often, it seems that our leadership doesnt
quite understand what’s going on in our congregations and
in our world. We play what my parents used to call the “aint
it awful” game. We look at the way things are and we sit
around saying “ain’t it awful” that things are like this. We
look at the post-Christian world in which we live and we say,
“ain’t it awful that people don’t go to church anymore... dont

like the old hymns anymore... dont know the Lord’s Prayer
anymore... don’t (insert frustration here) anymore...” Given
such attitudes, it’s little wonder that I've often heard that the
Episcopalian approach to evangelism is to “get all dressed up
and wait.”

What's needed is leadership and congregations that are
willing to stop wishing things were different and accept the
way things are. And maybe, on occasion, even to celebrate the
way things are. Frankly, I really love many of the new friends
that I am making in the Interfaith Community of Dearborn
(Thanks, Dan!). I celebrate the diversity of this community
and think it is God’s joy to see Muslims and Christians
working side by side.

At the same time, I'm not suggesting that we stop trying
to make a difference, but I am suggesting that we see that the
place to start is by meeting people where they are, not where
we wish they were. After all, isn't that what Jesus did? Didn’t
he meet people where they were? Doesn’t he meet us where
we are? This, I pray, is what we're trying to do at Journey of
Faith and at Christ Church: taking the church to the people,

instead of waiting for them to come to us.
